Lapford Weather January 2025
Wetter and slightly cooler than average.

The mildest day was the 11" with a maximum of 12.4°C and
the coolest was the 5™ which saw the temperature rising to
just 2.8°C. The coldest night was on the 6™ with a minimum of
-3.0°C and a sharp frost on the grass of -8.8°C.

Rainfall was not far off twice the average with a total of 185.9
mm. This was just a few mm. short of the wettest January |
recorded back in 1995. Not surprisingly, the fields are
waterlogged and the river Yeo has been up and over the flood
plain now and then. The wettest day was the 26" with a fall of
25.9 mm. There was another day of 25.3 mm.,
that was on the 8".

The windiest day was the 23" with a gust of 53
mph.

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ELECTRIC SCOOTERS

You can only ride a privately owned electric scooter on private land with the permission of the landowner.

MET OFFICE AND WEATHER RECORDING
The Met Office first emerged in 1854 under the leadership of Captain Robert Fitzroy for the Board of Trade. We 0‘

have constantly evolved over the years to our current position and one of the most technologically advanced N

organisations in the U.K. Met Office

We first started doing short range forecasts for the shipping fraternity, this was instigated by the now Admiral
Fitzroy who made ships record the weather, and noticed there were short range patterns that could be predicted.

Modern day forecasts are carried out by large supercomputers that run extremely complex models and can work on a local or
global scale. Humans still have an important input, and there are many forecasters working around the U.K. covering many
industries from oil and gas to aviation.

Detailed weather records have been kept for centuries, although mainly since the 1700’s. The first reliable records were made by
members of the church who usually were the only members of a parish who could write. In 1859 things became more organised
with the start of the British Rainfall Organization set up by George Symons. As it‘s name suggests it was a dedicated network of
rainfall recording stations throughout the U.K.

Nowadays the Met Office and Environment Agency manages these networks and collates the data for the people of the U.K. We
manage four networks of recording stations, and all the data is collated in our Archive in Exeter. As we are a publicly funded body,
the data is freely available to public. If you are in Exeter and have a free afternoon, may | recommend you visit; there are some
extremely interesting records.

The four networks are:

Rainfall — These sites only record rainfall and are usually read once a day. There are around 1700 of these sites in the U.K.
managed by the EA, NRW, SEPA, Met. Office and other bodies.

Climate — These sites manually record data including temperatures, rainfall, weather, sunshine, wind and cloud on a daily basis
and report once a day. There are over 150 of these.

Automatic Weather stations — These record data continually, but log the data and report occasionally. There are around 74 of
these.

Synoptic stations — Fully automated sites that record everything from pressure to rainfall and report in real-time. There are about
156 of these.

These numbers are currently correct but we are always making efforts to increase these numbers.

The data has countless uses ranging from forecasting to scientific studies into flora and fauna. Many of our observers are
volunteers and range from the farming community to people just interested in the weather as a hobby. We owe these observers a
huge debt as we have an extensive and accurate archive that is the envy of many of our international counterparts.

Just as a matter of interest, below is a list of the extremes we have experienced in the U.K.

Highest Temperature - 40.3°C - Conningsby 2022.

Lowest Temperature - -27.2°C - Braemar in 1982.

Highest wind speed - 142m.p.h. - Fraserburgh in 1989.

Highest Rainfall in 24 hours - 279mm in Dorset in 1955

(In 2009 there were devastating floods in Cumbria, whilst this didn’t break the 24 hour record it received 495mm in 4 days. This is
a record and the prolonged nature of the rain was damaging).

Crib Goch (Snowdonia) - A monthly rainfall total of 1396mm was recorded in the calendar month (gauge read at 1010 UTC on 1
December 2015 and again at 1346 UTC on 1 January 2016). This is a record for a monthly total in the U.K.

LAPFORD PARISH COUNCIL NOTES
MEETING HELD ON 10TH FEBRUARY 2026

Please note this is a summary of the main points of interest.
Four Parish Councillors attended plus one member of the
public.

e A Councillor to attend the Annual convention of the
Northern Devon Railway Development Alliance.

e Written reports re Mid Devon and Devon County Council
issues were received from CliIr Steve Keable.

e Cllr Keable had met with Steve Tucker, Highways Officer.
Blocked drains in Mill Hill and Edgerley Lane to be jetted.

e The Toddler Play Area lease has been signed.

e Planned remedial work to footpaths has been completed,
and the annual maintenance grant has been received.

e The bus company to provide taxis into the village in future
when the bus service is be re-routed along the A377.

e A Heart of Lapford meeting report stated that the legal/
charitable position of the Victory Hall land holdings had
been settled. The Hall was underused at present resulting
in a drop in income. The Friday Youth Club was attracting
around twenty young people.

e Hopefully tidying up jobs on Lower Town Place could be
part of the Village Tidy-up Day in March.

e The Church Green Trustees had met: a slate memorial
plaque for Derek Pleace to be installed on the CG/LTP
bank; the MDDC Conservation Officer to be consulted re
the possibility of permanently removing the gates to the
Green; permission has been given to remove the old faded
P sign by the Melissa Lake shelter; permission given for the
Revel Committee to use the Green in July.

e The grass cutting contract to be extended for another year.

e A Neighbourhood Plan Group meeting had highlighted that
Government targets would probably mean that Lapford
will have to find room for up to 150 new houses in the next
twenty years. The Group will be joining Parish Councillors
for training sessions on Planning and Community Land
Trusts.

e Up to £350 was granted for the repair of the muddy
walkway at the end of Park Meadow Close.

e Reports re youngsters riding electric scooters on public
roads and in the dark were received. The Police to be
involved if any further incidents reported.

LAPFORD PARISH COUNCIL
Could YOU help manage YOUR community
and guide it forward? If so.....

Parish Councils are the bedrock of democracy in our country,
giving local people the chance to participate at the grass roots
through making a difference to the places where they live, and
influencing and informing decisions made higher up the chain.
Parish Councils are non-political.

Your Parish Council is responsible for scrutinising local
planning applications, maintaining the parish footpaths, the
car park, the Orchard Centre, the parish clock, seats in public
locations, etc. etc. It organises response to national events
and carries out emergency planning. Its members also sit as a
separate body in order to look after the Church Green. All this
is financed through the Parish Precept set each year by the
Council. There are only two employees — the Parish Clerk and
the cleaner who looks after the Orchard Centre.

The Parish Council is also working with a community group on
the creation of a Neighbourhood Plan. This will set out how,
over the next twenty years, the parish will meet new demands
imposed by national housing policies. These will inevitably
mean increased development in the parish and the Plan will
set out how that can be structured to preserve the character
of the village and its environment.

Councillors” work is not just about turning up to a meeting
once a month. There are documents to read, committees to
run and attend and training sessions to keep on top of new
legislation. Above all we work as a team, combining and using
individual strengths and abilities to the best advantage. Not
everyone can do minor repairs or write minutes or scrutinise
accounts or draft policies, but someone in the team can and
does.

Yes, it is a significant commitment. Councillors do their best
to keep costs down by using their own time and resources to
do odd jobs like repairing the vandalised public toilet, putting
up the village Christmas tree, filling grit bins, following up
highway issues etc. The Government’s planned reorganisation
of local government will soon result in parish councils being
required to take on even more services and responsibilities in
their localities. Already MDDC no longer provides a parish
weed clearing service, DCC no longer maintains local road
signs and the Parish Council will shortly take over
responsibility for the toddlers’ playground.

For some time now your Parish Council has been under
strength by three members. If you have views about the
management of the parish, and feel willing and able to take
up this challenge why not apply to be a Parish Councillor?
Training for the role is available, as is support from the other
councillors. The Council really does need people with a
willingness to contribute and work as part of the team for the
good of the whole community.

LOCAL GOVERNMENT
REORGANISATION:
CONSULTATION NOW LIVE
Consultation on the five proposals put forward as part of the

Government’s reorganisation of local authorities in Devon has
now begun.

DISTRICT COUNCIL

In November 2025 Mid Devon District Council submitted a
joint proposal to the Government about how it would like to
see services delivered at a local level.

This submission was a requirement set by the Government,
which is committed to restructuring the current make up of
councils, in particular moving away from two-tier authorities
like the one currently operating in Devon, which operates
under a county council and district council system.

Last year, councils across the county developed proposals for
new single tier, or unitary authorities. Mid Devon District
Council was part of a group of seven district councils in Devon
to jointly submit the proposal Reimagining Devon, also known
as the 4-5-1 option, which would result in three unitary
authorities:

e Exeter and Northern Devon — a unitary authority with
East Devon, Exeter, Mid Devon, North Devon and
Torridge

e Torbay and Southern Devon — a unitary authority with
South Hams, Teignbridge, Torbay and West Devon

¢ Plymouth City Council remaining a standalone unitary
authority.

The Reimagining Devon (4-5-1) submission is one of five
proposals submitted by councils across Devon. A modified
version of the proposal from the districts, known as 4-5-1+,
has also been submitted and includes a modest expansion of
Plymouth into four parishes within South Hams.

Leader of Mid Devon District Council, Luke Taylor, said: “At
Mid Devon we have taken a collaborative approach to create
a bold new way of delivering local services in Mid Devon.
There are now five clear options for the Government to
consult on, including the 4-5-1 proposal supported by most of
the districts. This option provides a structure that would keep
services local and accessible for our communities, while being
financially robust and reflecting our unique geography. What
is important now is that the Government look at each
proposal in detail and reflect the needs of our local
community when considering the future of local services
across the county. If you want your voice heard | would
encourage you to take the time to access the consultation and
share your views.”

26 March, 2026.
